• Ticketed Guests of Charlotte UltraSwim are required to remain in their 

designated spectator sections at all times when inside the arena 

 

• No strollers will be admitted 

 

• Infant carriers may be used but you must have a ticket for that child. 

 

USA Swimming Broadcast Policy 

There are limitations imposed on the spectators at these meets and events, including 

coach, athlete and volunteer members of USA Swimming, prohibiting photographing, 

video taping and other audio/visual recordings for commercial non-personal use, and 

broadcasting, publishing and disseminating the product for any and all commercial 

purposes.
