Points will be awarded to the top eight finishers in each event
Scoring will be as follows:

Each athlete’s highest three finishes in the meet will be tracked on the Wendy’s
Leader Board throughout the Meet.

Cash prizes will be awarded to the top Sixteen point earning competitors

Amateur Athletes placing in the top 16 may be reimbursed actual meet expenses
to the maximum amount allowed by NCAA regulations. The balance of their prize
purse will be donated to the Dave Thomas Foundation for Adoption (DTFA)
and the Wendy's Summer Safety Clinics.

Athletes may be entered in one to seven individual events, however, only their top
three finishes will be scored on the Wendy’s Leader Board.



Ties will be broken by scoring each athlete's highest ranking finish with Fina’s
